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1. You want to paint a room. The room is 15 feet by 15 feet, and 9 feet tall. It has
two windows that measure 5 feet by 3 feet. You are painting only the walls. A
can of paint covers 90 square feet. How many cans of paint do you need?
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You can always draw yourself a little sketch like this:
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a) Each wall is 15 feet long by 9 feet high. And there are four of them, so the total area

1S:

4 * 15 * 9 = 540 square feet

b) But there are two windows each 5 x 3 feet.

So we subtract the area of the windows:

540 — 15— 15 =510 square feet

¢) Now we need to know how many cans of paint to buy so we divide 528 by 90:

510 +90 = 5.666

So the answer is 6 cans of paint.
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2. You want to wallpaper a room. The room is 12 feet by 15 feet, and 10 feet tall. It
has a window that is 4 feet by 3 feet, and a door that is 6 feet by 3 feet. You are
painting only the walls. A roll of wallpaper covers 120 square feet. How many
rolls of wallpaper do you need?
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a) In this problem two walls are 12 feet wide and two walls are 15 feet wide, so the total
area is:

10*15 + 10*15 + 10*12 + 10*12 = 150 + 150 + 120 + 120
=540 square feet

b) But there is a door and a window.

The area of the door is 6 * 3 = 18 square feet.
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The area of the window is 3 * 4 = 12 square feet.
540 — 18 —12 =510 square feet

c) Now we need to know how many rolls of wallpaper to buy so we divide 540 by 90:

520 + 120 = 4.333

So the answer is 5 rolls of wallpaper.
