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Set the Window in A TI-83 / TI-84 Graph

To set the graphing window values in a TI-83 / T1-84
calculator, you must use the window menu.

Access the Window Menu:

1. Press theND key then theVINDOW key.
2. The2ND key and th&VINDOW key are
circled inred in the adjacent diagram.

To change window values you use the cursor keys to
move the cursor on the screen and select a new option.
The cursor key looks like this:

Change Window Options

1. Use the cursor keys to move around on the
screen.

2. Select each window variable and edit it to
the value you want.

For example, if you seledtmin and change it to -50,
this is what the screen will look like.

Xmin=-50
Xmax=15
Xscl=1

Ymin=-10
Ymax=10
Yscl=1
Xres=1
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Xmin and Xmax set the horizontal width (domain) of a
graph. Xmin sets the le fthand (lower) boundary of
the graph, and Xmax sets the righthand (upper)
boundary of the graph. For example, if Xmin is set to
0 and Xmax is set to 150, then the graph will be
displayed from 0O to 150.

Xscl

Xscl sets the distance between tick marks on the X
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Ymin and Ymax

Ymin and Ymax set the vertical width (domain) of a
graph. Ymin sets the lefthand (lower) boundary of the
graph, and Ymax sets the righthand (upper) boundary
of the graph. For example, if Ymin is set to 0 and
Ymax is set to 150, then the graph will be displayed
from O to 150.

Yscl

Yscl sets the distance between tick marks on the Y
axis.

Xres

Xres sets the pixel resolution. It can be set from 1 to
8. Ifitis setto 8, then only 1 in 8 pixels is graphed.
This speeds up the drawing, but may leave out
important information about the graph.
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
